 MISSION STRATEGY  

TEAM 

One of the most important decisions a church can ever make, is to answer the question: "For whom does our church ex-
ist?" Every evangelistic church I've ever seen has made the decision to exist for the people they are trying to reach, rather 
than those they are trying to keep.  Recently, Steven Furtick, pastor of Elevation Church in Charlotte, NC, a church that has 
seen over 5,000 people accept Christ in the past 5 years, shared his thoughts on this principle. 
 
People ask me all the time how weôve been able to see so many people come to Christ in five years.  Outside of the favor of 
God, I could give you a lot of specifics. Tell you a lot of things that weôve done. But none of it will help you until you make a 
decision we made in the early days of our church.  And that was . . . 
ß The decision to be more focused on the people weõre trying to reach than on the people weõre trying to keep. As  
       others have said, to be fishers of men, not just keepers of the aquarium. 
ß Weôre not going to cater to the personal preferences of the few in our pursuit of the salvation of the many. 
ß And that includes if the few is ten people when weôre pursuing one hundred. 

  Or 5,000 when weôre pursuing 10,000. 
  Or 10,000 when weôre pursuing 20,000. 

 
Most people and churches arenôt willing to do that. Theyôre keepers of the aquarium. They say they want to reach people, but 
in reality theyôre more focused on preservation than expansion. On keeping people rather than reaching them.  They let 
saved people dictate style. Saved people dictate focus. Saved people dictate vision. 
The result is a room full of saved people. Not people getting saved. Why? Because the people youõre trying to reach arenõt 
interested in the church that has been created by the people youõre trying to keep. If they were, theyôd be coming. But 
theyôre not. 
 
For some reason, right here is where people usually play the discipleship card. Theyôre trying to disciple the people theyôre 
trying to keep. They accuse you of pitting evangelism against discipleship.  But that isnôt the case. I just believe true disciples 
should care more about making disciples than freeze framing the church the way it was when they became one. Or wanting 
twenty-six programs customized to their liking. If the mark of Christian maturity is a bunch of people who want to create 
a museum glorifying and preserving their personal preferences and then sanctify it by calling it a church, count me 
out.  Some people say why canôt we have both? You can. Focus on the people you want to reach and youôll keep the people 
you want to keep. Let the rest walk. Theyôll find a church elsewhere to graze.  The way I see it is theyôre just occupying the 
space of a person who needs to hear the gospel. Youôll fill their seat. 
And it will be with the person who needs it the most. 
 

So what about you and your church?  Fishers of men . . . or keepers of the aquarium?

One of the challenges in youth ministry is how to build authentic relationships with teens.  In an article, ñThe Authority of Authentic-
ity in Youth Ministry,ò Jeremy Bixler helps us understand what authenticity looks like in relational ministry. 
 

ñRelational ministry has been a buzzword in youth ministry circles for decades.  Relationships are the key to a transformative 
youth ministry that practices soul tending.  Andrew Root, though, would argue that relational youth ministry as is currently ac-
cepted does not work because it carries with it inherent motives that go against the very fabric of relationships.  In his book Revis-
iting Relational Youth Ministry, Root explains "Relationships have become so normal and regular that we have stopped noticing 
them, stopped wondering about the power of relationships in themselves. Instead of seeking to touch the mysterious inner reality 
of relationships we have too often settled for using relationships as a means to influence kids toward certain ends" (pg. 10).  Rela-
tionships that are dependent upon an expected outcome are not authentic relationships in the vein of the Incarnation.  Authentic 
relationships desire nothing more than to be with one another, with no ulterior motive. This means my relationship with the youth is 
not diminished if they make a decision I disagree with. "What is needed is for the adult leader to be an authentic human being with 
and for the adolescent, opening his or her unique person to the adolescent, inviting the adolescent to share in his or her life," Root 
says (Pg. 202).  God revealed himself through the Incarnation and God will continue to do so through our incarnational and rela-
tional living with adolescents.ò
