Summer Can Be Strategic 
 

While many churches hit auto-pilot from June to August, strategic churches understand that summer 
can be a great opportunity to grow! 
 

ñHere are some quick strategic choices you can make that  
could help your church grow this summer.ò 

 
1. Be Creative with Outreach One of the great things that happens in summer, especially in the mid-
west, is that people get out of their houses and spend time outside. This makes summer the perfect 
time to get creative with your outreach. Consider challenging your small groups or Sunday school 
classes to each take one week this summer to conduct a servant evangelism project. This could be as 
simple as passing out water at a park on a hot day, or holding a free carwash on a Saturday morning. At 
BridgeWay we rent out a local water park and hold an event called ñFamily Night at Splashdownò, typi-
cally this results in over 400 new first time contacts each summer! 
 
2. Be Creative with Sermons Because very few people actually attend every Sunday throughout the sum-
mer, consider teaching series that do not build on each other from week to week. One that has worked 
well for us at BridgeWay has been a series called ñGod at the Moviesò. We take popular films from the 
past year and then teach on what the Bible has to say about the spiritual themes in the films. We have 
seen almost 20% growth in a single month using this series during the month of July. Summer is also a 
great time to bring in a high caliber guest speaker who will attract a crowd. Several churches have used 
professional athletes or knowing Christian speakers to kick-off a summer series. 
 
3. Be Creative with Small Groups While many groups take a break during the summer, consider the pos-
sibility of starting a couple of open small groups around a common interest such as a sports group or a 
group that meets at a local park once a week to cookout and have their kids play on the playground. 
Summer is a great time to connect relationally and to encourage new people to get connected in a low 
threat summer group. 
 
4. Be Creative with Stewardship Development While most churches see giving go down during the sum-
mer, consider the possibility of actually using summer to deepen your churches commitment to steward-
ship development. Use the month of May or June to promote online/automated giving. Encourage peo-
ple automate the important in their life, and help the church keep running at full throttle throughout the 
summer months by using online or automated giving. Also, use summer as an opportunity to connect 
relationally with people in your congregation. Hold a cookout for your key leaders, or group leaders. 
Take the opportunity to share with them how their stewardship is helping to move the church forward on 
mission in your community.

ß In an attempt to keep our churches promptly in-
formed, a copy of this report is to be mailed to the 
pastor and secretary of each church on the district 
within 30 days after the close of the district assem-
bly. All new changes must be audibly read at the 
first monthly board meeting after it has been re-
ceived,  and each church board is to submit a re-
sponse to the district office indicating that the report 
was distributed to the church board.  

 

ß The local church board shall review all salaries and 
benefits paid by the church annually.  A copy of the 
local church operating budget for the new church 
year shall be sent to the District office by March 1.

Finance Committee Report: 
 

Funding the Mission  
 

We congratulate our churches on their quick embrace of 
the ñFunding the Missionò system.  Pursuant to Para-
graph 38.5 of the 2009-2013 Manual, we recognize the 
authority of the General Board to set apportion support 
for the World Evangelism Fund.  We likewise recognize 
the authority of the USA/Canada Region to apportion 
support for the Pensions & Benefits fund and the Educa-
tion fund.  The District Assembly Finance Committee has 
authority to set the District Ministries Fund apportion-
ment.  The following funding goals (as a percentage of 
income) have been set for each local church for the re-
spective fund: 
ß   World Evangelism Fund:  5.5% 
ß   Pensions & Benefits:  2.0% 
ß   Education:  2.5% 
ß   District:  7% 
ß All new New Start and Restart churches are ex-

pected to contribute the following percentage of 
church income to the respective denominational 
funds:  5.5% to WEF; 2.0% to P&B; 9.5% to the Dis-
trict Church Planting Fund.  New Starts and Restarts 
who began before July 1, 2010 will contribute 14% 
of church income to the District Church Planting 
Fund.  In 2012-2013, they will make the full contribu-
tion to all denominational funds.
