There areseven general courses administered by the Board of Ministry: study for elders,
deacorChristian Education, deacenusic (song evangelists, ministers of music), degaarth
ministries, deacowompassionate ministries, deaeaministration, and deacaapain
ministries. Ministers or deacons may not be ordained, directors of Christian education may not
be commissioned, or registered song evangelists commissioned, without having completed their
respective courses, fulfilled their required time of minisieservice and passed their
examination by the Board of Ministry.

Modes of Study
Meeting the educational requirements for ordination may be accomplished by one of two
methods. The recommended mode of preparation fotifiad Christian service is a COSAC
validated degree program offered by Nazarene colleges/universities/seminaries. With
completion of the degree, ordination educational requirements are met. They are available
through on campus experience or online. We encourage all students acceptiigahe ca
ministry to first consider this option as the best way to prepare for ministry.

The nondegree Modular Course of Study offered by Nazarene colleges/universities or
through the NWIL School of Ministry is also a COSAC validated venue for ministerial
preparation. This is an excellent option in preparing for ministry when age, personal family
commitments or cost are issues. Additionally the Modular Course of Study Program (hereafter
MCOS is an excellent choice when degrees are already bestowed upahvideal and only
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certain classes are needed to complete educational requirements for ordination after transcript
evaluation.

The courses required of the college/university students are liskéannal 424.3. The
competency statements for ministegducation are listed iManual 424.3 and’he Handbook
for Christian Ministry All college/university programs must meet these competency
statements. The course listing of the Modular studies program is foliine iHandbook for
Christian Ministry

Regulations for the Modular Course of Study Program
Regulations for the MCOS are as follows. These guidelines apply for those preparing for
ministry using the complete MCOS or those needing certain classes to complete educational
requirements.

1. Persons ho desire to prepare for ordination by means of the MCOS shall apply using
the form submitted by their pastor to the Studies Secretary of the BOM.

3. Each studd in the MCOS needs to select their method of study. Classes may be
taken on line through several of our colleges or universities or the District School of Ministry
offered classes (see
http://www.nwilnazdistrict.org/index.cfm/method/content.Districtministerialstudients
possibilities.

4. Transcripts from previously taken course work at colleges/universities/seminaries
should be forwarded to the Studfgscretary for transcript evaluation. The secretary will
inform the student of all modules that have been completed through transcript credit.

5. Students should consult the recommended order of modules found on either website
previously mentioned to plaheir classes or work with The Ministerial Studies Secretary to
ensure a smooth educational experience.

A. All students enrolled in the MCOS must take the preaching and evangelism
course in district offered or district approved alternate options. The tistitails
Studies secretary should be consulted.

6. When taking District School of Ministry offered classes, course guides may be
downloaded via either of the previously mentioned links. Students should enroll with the
District School of Ministry Registrar.

A. All class work should be completed and credited by June 30th in order to
apply on the current assembly year.
B. Work filed thereafter will apply on the following year.

7. Each candidate is to complete a minimum of two courses per year. [firivisum
requirement is not met, the candidate will be considered inactive. If a candidate remains
inactive for two consecutive years, he/she will be dropped from the course of study.

So Paul is
mentoring Timothy from a distance via the written word.

A little over halfway through the letter Paul takes some time to focus on Timothy himself. In
chagier 4 of £' Timothy we read:

devote yourself to the public reading of Scripturgreaching and to teaching.

Do not neglect your gift which was given you through a prophetic message when

the body of elders laid their hands on you.

When called upon, the DAB made recommendations and decisions in regard to LEVEL funds.

The District Advisory Board, acting in the capacity of the District Board afr€&hProperties,
met in regular sessions and at the call of the District Superintendent to conduct necessary
business. The following were considered:

Lost Lake--- Approval was granted to build a 40" X 60' classroom addition, and to
borrow up to $60,006eom the General Church Loan Fund at a rate of 5 1/2%. This was on the
condition that all applicable codes pertaining to the site and usage of the facility were met.

Pekin First--- Approval was granted to construct a new ministry building of 30,000 sq
ft. to be used for children's and youth ministries, as well as fellowship space for 500. Approval
was also given to acquire a construction loan of up to $1,185,000.

Galesburg First-- Approval was granted to borrow $60,000 to replace all the heating
and air conditioning in the older building, and to fix the flat roof.

Oregon--- The property loan of $25,042 was paid by using property funds. The
subsequent rent on the property is to be placed back into the property funds account.

Peoria South Side- Approval was granted to purchase a vacant lot directly behind the
present sanctuary at a price of $700.

District Parsonage-- Approval was granted to replace the roof at a cost of $14,250 for
30 yr. shingles, and to replace the gutters and leafigwd a cost of $2,600. Approval was also
given to excavate a swale to help correct the water problem, and to lift the slab at the back of the
house. All of this comes at a cost of $5,625.

Ottawa First--- Approval was granted to construct new parKistg at both the First
Church and South Campus, each holding 70 parking spaces, to move the bus barn, and have
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architectural work done. Approval also was granted to acquire a loan of up to $225,000 at an
interest rate of 5%.

Peoria First--- Approval was granted to purchase a new parsonage located at 1835 W.
Teton, Peoria, IL, 61614, for $175,000. Approval was also granted to borrow up to $170,000 at
a rate of 5% for 25 years.

Kewanee Grace- Approval was granted to borrow up to $4,200 from LEVEHhds
to purchase a hospital parking lot.

District Office--- Approval was granted to repair the roof at a cost of not more than
$1,400. Approval was also granted to have the walk jacked up, and repair the settling at a cost
of approximately $1,400.

Lost Lake--- The title of the Lost Lake property was transferred from NWIL District to
the local church.

Aledo--- The property was sold for $155,000.
Rockford Gateway Community  Approval was granted to refinance their mortgage

with Wesleyan Investnm# Foundation at a fixed rate of 6.75% for the first 5 years, and a cap of
3% more for the remainder of the loan. The term of the loan is 20 years.

Manville Camp and Retreat Center We recommend that a task force be named to
liquidate this propertyWe further recommend that Jim Book be the chairperson for this task
force, which will be of equal ministerial and lay representation.

It was eleven years ago when the vision of putting together a team of leaders to seek

the heart of Jesus for the Northwestern lllinois District was first conceived in the heart of

our District Superintendent.

We also hosted our annual Church Board &
Ottawa First Church this past fall. Thank you to Ottawa First and the team who helped

to pull off this great event. We brought in the best systems trainer we could findrand f

two days Kerrick Thomas trained district leaders on how to create healthy church
systems. What is so awesome about this event is that within 2 weeks we were already
hearing stories of how implementing healthy church systems was producing results in
gues follow-up, evangelism, worship planning, and stewardship in local churches!

We, your committee on Finance, are grateful for the commitment of Northwestern lllinois
Nazarenes in sacrifice and giving towagiisbal regional, and district interests. We trust that God will
bless each church as it strivespgot othes first We offer the following recommeations for the
coming year:

1. We recommend that the District Advisory Board act in all matters of insurance.
a. That each church pays $60 for pastor's group life insurance;
premium due by January 1 gyable to the District Treasure@ther
Northwestern lllinoidistrict credentialed persons in active assignment
serving 30 or more hours per week may be included in this coverage by
paying the premium. Premiums not paid by above date subject the policy
to cancellation.
b. We recommend that our fuime evangelists be covered under district group
life insurance in the following manner:
(1) District administration fund pay o#alf the premium.
(2) Local churches where fitime evangelists niatain their membership pay
The other ondalf of the premium to age 70.
C. The Advisory Board shall recommend coverage for district
properties and liability exposures.
